
   Concord Art Goes To Wilmington! 
 

 
 
Join the Concord Art Association to visit the beautiful Wilmington, Delaware area on Friday, 
April 27 through Sunday, April 29, 2012 
 
We’ll meet at 91 Liberty Road for our jitney ride to Logan where we’ll take an 8:30 flight to 
Philadelphia.  Our bus will meet us and take us to Winterthur to enjoy a greeting by Wendy 
Cooper, Senior Curator of Furniture, and formerly on the advisory board of the Concord 
Museum.  We’ll have a highlights tour of Winterthur itself, then lunch on your own, and then a 
tram tour of the gardens in springtime splendor. After Winterthur. we’ll drive by Nemours 
Mansion and Garden for a brief overview.  
 
Next we’ll go to the Inn at Montchanin Village, our fabulous home for the next two nights.  
Once part of the Winterthur estate, it is one of the few remaining villages of its kind, 
Montchanin Village is comprised of 11 carefully restored buildings dating from 1799 to 1910.  
We’ll have drinks and dinner at the Crow’s Nest housed in a renovated blacksmith's shop, 
complete with one of the original forges.  
 
On Saturday we’ll have a guided tour of Longwood Gardens plus a short organ concert and 
time to explore on your own the spectacular spring show of blooming spring bulbs, and then 
have lunch.   After lunch we’ll head to the Delaware Art Museum where we’ll see their 
strong collections especially John Sloan, Howard Pyle and British Pre-Raphaelites, so there’s 
something for every art taste.  Their contemporary exhibit is on the work of Mary Page Evans 
and we may have a tour by the artist herself.  Afterwards, we head to Susie’s friend Peggy 
Stabler’s house for drinks and then off to Wilmington for dinner.  
 
On Sunday we’ll take time to tour the grounds of the Montchanin Inn and walk around this 
fascinating place, a composite of buildings the were originally the workrooms and residences 
of the Gunpowder Company. Next we will visit the Brandywine River Museum to study the 
Wyeth family legacy with exhibits on N.C. Wyeth, Andrew Wyeth and Jamie Wyeth.  After 
lunch in the restaurant, we’ll head back to the Philadelphia airport for our 5:45 flight back to 
Boston, and the bus back to Concord.
